February 29 - Lynn Cheyney, Westwood Presbyterian Church
Rev. Dr. Cheyney received a B.A. from Wheaton College, a M. Div. from Fuller Theologi-
cal Seminary and her D. Min. from Columbia Theological Seminary in Atlanta in 2002. 
She served as an Associate Pastor at Pasadena Presbyterian and at BPC. Dr. Cheyney 
became Westwood’s 5th Pastor in June 2009 after serving as Senior Pastor of Floss-
moor Community Church in Illinois for nine years. 

March 14 - Mark Nazarian , St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church
Rev. Nazarian has served as Pastor of St. Andrew’s in Redondo Beach for over 21 
years. Mark received his M. Div. from Fuller Theological Seminary. Before St. Andrew’s, 
he served as Youth Pastor in Hanford and then spent 10 years as College Ministries 
Missions Pastor at Fair Oaks. As a counselor at Calvin Crest Christian Conference Cen-
ter, he first heard God’s call on him to pursue full-time ministry. 

March 7 - Mark Brewer, Bel Air Presbyterian Church
Rev. Dr. Mark Brewer received his undergraduate degree from Colorado State Uni-
versity and his D. Min. from Fuller Theological Seminary. Dr. Brewer accepted the call 
as Pastor at Ward Presbyterian Church in Detroit before establishing the Colorado 
Community Church in 1994. In 2001, Dr. Brewer accepted the call to become the 4th 
Pastor of Bel Air Presbyterian Church.

March 21 - Clayton Cobb, Board of Pensions PC(USA)
Rev. Dr. Cobb was Pastor/Head of Staff for St. Peter’s by the Sea in Rancho Palos 
Verdes for 17 years prior to joining the Board of Pensions staff in 2011. He brings 33 
years of experience as a pastor in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) to his work as a 
Regional Representative. Clayton received his B.A. from UCLA, his M. Div. from Full-
er Theological Seminary, and his D. Min. from San Francisco Theological Seminary.

March 28 - David Worth, Beverly Hills Presbyterian Church
Rev. Dr. Worth has been Pastor at BHPC since 2006. He is a graduate of Wheaton Col-
lege, McCormick Seminary (M. Div.) and Fuller Theological Seminary (D. Min.). During 
college he did a semester’s archeological dig in Jordan and a year as student mission-
ary in Pakistan. He previously served as Pastor at Malibu Presbyterian for 23 years. He 
has also served as chair on several committees for the Presbytery.
